WHEREAS, the Chan Zuckerberg Initiative (CZI) was founded to help solve a number of challenges, 

including disease eradication, improving educational outcomes, and addressing the needs of our local 

community.  Their mission to build a more inclusive, just, and healthy future for everyone; and 

WHEREAS, CZI works in Science, Education, and Community, fostering collaboration between scientists 

and engineers, providing teachers what they need, and assisting local communities by grantmaking and 

capacity building; and 

WHEREAS, CZI works at the intersection of philanthropy and technology, and achieve progress their 

focus areas with a diversity, equity, and inclusion lens; and 

WHEREAS, in 2021, CZI contributed $1 million towards San Mateo County’s Restaurant, Brewery, and 

Winery Relief Program to provide $10,000 grants to restaurants, breweries, and wineries throughout San 

Mateo County, including Redwood City; and    

WHEREAS, CZI has contributed $300,000 in matching grants for Redwood City businesses under the San 

Mateo County (SMC) Strong Program, which provided direct support to businesses struggling to deal with 

effects of the COVID-19 pandemic; and 

WHEREAS, CZI has contributed $230,000 to the City’s ACE (Action, Create, Engage) Plan Pilot Program 

to engage our youth, provide mentorship and coaching support, build positive relationships between 

community leaders, as well as pathways to professional opportunities. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT I, GISELLE HALE, MAYOR OF REDWOOD CITY, 

on behalf of the City Council and the people of the City of Redwood City, hereby recognize Chan 

Zuckerberg Initiative for its meaningful work and generous contributions to the community during an 

unprecedented time of need.
